18 Over per Side.
This can amended on the night (I.E. Nice Summer Days - Teams might want to bowl 20 / 22 etc) But if
one team only want to play 18, that's what must be played.

Batsman must retire when they pass 30 runs.
Before the toss, the teams can deicide on a different value of runs to retire on, if any. Both teams
must agree this otherwise the default is 30.

A bowler can’t bowl more than 3 over's
Before the toss, the teams can deicide on a different value of over’s per bowler. Both teams must
agree this otherwise default is 3.

Wickets Pitched
Try and start the game at 6 but 6:15 at the latest.

Minimum amount of players per game - 8
(Highways have said if one team has 11 and other only has 7, split the difference making it 9 vs. 9 - it
is a friendly league after all)
